Further Steps

Selection of the hundred of Mexican companies generators of hazarcous waste movements inside Mexico;

Authentication, by Sermanat authorities, of e-manifest and biannual reports content and format implemented on the 
SIGTM web site;

Interconnection of the collected information with SIRREP database (Semarnat);

Expansion of hazardous waste tracking movements outside the Mexican territory.

They also started 
the methodological outline of the project;

Gedden presented its project at a seminar on hazardous waste management - ENRIVOPRO 2004 - organized in Mexico 
last September and in which CONCAMIN and Semarnat took also part. The majority of the participants (more than 170 
people) shown great enthusiasm for the electronic tracking project initiated by Gedden and its partners;

In order to insure the running of the project, Gedden can now count on the support of the Mexican firm Grupo ADYPRO, 
S.A. de C.V. This company will act as responsible for all agents already involved in the project. Furthermore, our agents 
has begun looking for companies which will take part in the electronic tracking project;

Gedden also submitted the broad outline of the project to TBG13 (environment) committee of the UNCEFACT Forum 
Meeting which took place at Tyson's Corner in Virginia from the 13 to September 17, 2004. Still, the project was very 
well received.
